	How will we achieve this?

	1) Reduce pollution and congestion issues at school travel time
	Continue to stagger gate opening and timings for the start and end of the school day to significantly reduce traffic problems. 

	2) Monitor and measure our impact as school on the way we travel to and from school.
	Complete a hands up survey yearly to measure the impact of the School Travel Plan.

	3) Increase intake of Bikeability Course
	Promote cycling and cycling safely at school and encourage those less reluctant to take part in the Bikeability course in Year 5. 
Take part in National Cycle to School Week
Improve parent confidence and knowledge of the scheme. 

	4) Increase the number of children walking or park and striding to school. 
	Use the ‘Living Streets’ Wow Walk to School Campaign. 
Complete data on a weekly basis on how children travel to school. 
Reward children to monthly badges. 
Encourage a long-term behaviour change

	5) Encourage children to walk between sites. 
	Continue to use the ‘Walking Bus’ to move from one site to another.  Including before and after school club, assemblies, mass etc.  
Encourage staff to walk between sites when moving from one place to another for a meeting. 

	6) Promote and encourage staff to have less impact 
	Promote the cycle to work scheme
Promote car sharing
Promote walking to school where possible, offer incentives to staff who make a real effort. 

	7)Share the School Travel Plan
	Make sure staff, governors and parents understand the School Travel Plan. 

	8) Promote considerate and environmentally friendly behaviour
	Zig-Zag Ban outside school gates, use cones to reinforce this. Regular reminders in School Newsletter. 
Promote “Park and Stride” schemes from willing locations (pubs, community centres, supermarkets)
New Parent Pack to offer parental guidance on school policy or requirements on dropping off/parking near school
· Pupils’ Messages – Pupils to develop messages aimed at parents, with pupil safety, consideration towards residents and environmental considerations as possible topics
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
