	Amazing Americas
Children will first find out about the continents of North and South America, and the countries that form them.

They will also look in more detail at some of the contrasting regions of the Americas, finding out about the landscape, climate and locations of each

area. There is the opportunity to carry out a detailed fieldwork study of the children’s local area to help them to identify the similarities and differences

between a region of the Americas and where they live. Children will also develop their map and atlas skills and practise reading and writing coordinates.

They will learn about the ancient and new wonders of the world, specifically those of the Americas, and they will research a natural wonder of the

Americas and create their own presentations to teach others what they learn.

	Art / DT
	Art: how to draw the other half of a famous image, make collage landscapes,

create body abstracts, make ‘building block’ houses, draw patterned skulls and be an artist’s model to create quality artwork that shows progression in skills. The children will also have the opportunity to explore the work of American artists John Singer Sargent, Helen Frankenthaler, Jean-Michel Basquiat, Mary Cassatt, architect Frank Lloyd Wright and photographer Ansel Adams.
DT: Children will apply their understanding of computing to program a floor robot. They will explore a range of adventure maps and use these to

create original designs. As a group, they will research how floor robots move along different types of materials and use this knowledge to create obstacles squares. Children will use appropriate joining methods to make a scale adventure map. They will test and evaluate the effectiveness of

another group’s obstacle squares.
